Ten to eleven experts (77–85%) participated in the second round of the survey, which determined the ranking of each group. The ranking was carried out to determine the group that ranked first among the remaining population groups. When two-thirds (67%) of experts selected a certain group, it was considered as “building consensus”. If less than two-thirds agreed, re-voting was conducted after sufficient discussion.
