Step 1. Discussion for controversial issues and key questions about infection control during the management of COVID-19 patients in hospitals via four infectious diseases specialists





Step 4. Rephrase the contents based on consensus among investigators via five researchers





Step 2. Investigation of infection prevention and control guidelines on hospital settings published from January 1 to September 30, 2020, from the official websites of WHO, CDC, ECDC, and KDCA





Step 3. Extraction of guidelines and contents relevant to selected issues and subordinate questions independently by two researchers


17 guidelines were selected


WHO (n=5), CDC (n=7), ECDC (n=1), KDCA (n=4)





Step 5. Systematic review for 17 guidelines based on 13 key issues & subordinate questions


7 key issues for patients & 6 key issues for healthcare workers were analyzed
