Abstract

Purpose: The purpose of this study was to analyze the
types of female college students' personality-based
contraception behavior. Method: A Q-methodology was
used to identify factors in female college students'
personality-based contraception behavior. The 32 selected
Q-sample from each of 28 subjects were classified into
a shape of normal distribution using a 9 point scale.
The collected data was analyzed using a QUANL PC
program. Result: Three types of contraception behavior
of female college students were identified. Type | is
corporate responsibility, Type Il is self-protection type,
Type 1l is perceived risk of pregnancy. Conclusion:
These results suggest that sexual health education for
contraception  behavior  promotion  should  focus
