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Abstract

Purpose: This practice study was done to describe the process and outcomes of
application of Evidence Based Nursing (EBN) Education to nursing management clinical
practicum and suggest strategies to diffuse EBN into nursing management education,
Methods: Education on the evidence based nursing management process was provided
to 65 senior nursing students from a university, Nursing management clinical practicum
integrated with EBN, The setting was a five full day-clinical practicum, Group and
individual training on EBN process with lectures, small group discussions, conferences,
and educational prescription were provided, Outcomes were analyzed using paired t test
for 65 participants, Results: Evidence based nursing competency increased significantly
showing improvement in understanding EBN, formulating clinical question, searching &
classifying the evidence, recognizing level of evidence, considering patient preference, and
evaluating outcomes, Nursing students' access and use of evidence based information
resource also improved, Conclusion: The results of this study indicate that the
application of EBN to nursing management clinical practicum is effective to improve EBN

competency in undergraduate students and should be further applied in nursing
education using the systematic strategies,
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Table 1. Application of EBN Education in Nursing Management Clinical Practicum Using ACE Star Model

Step 1: Discovery

e |In day 1-2 of nursing management clinical practicum, identify a clinical problem in clinical units to be answered after quality

and safety assessment,

e Formulate the problem as an answerable and searchable core question, The core question can be a question of patient
safety, quality management, infection control, or nursing staff management, Share the core question with peer students,
instructer, and clinical nurses, PICO format question, defined as patient/problem, intervention, comparison, and outcome,

e Search for evidence to answer the core question, Make a record of search strategy and search terms,

Step 2: Summary

e Critically appraise the evidence for level and research methodology, and applicability in clinical settings,

e Compare and synthesize the different levels of evidence,
Step 3: Application

* Integrate the evidence with clinical experiential knowledge and the patient's preference to make a clinical decision,

® Discuss the evidence with nurses and share ideas.

e Share the decision with the instructor and peer students in small group conferences and make any adjustments to the plan

based on the feedback,
Step 4: Implementation
* Implement the clinical plan,
Step 5: Evaluation
® Monitor outcomes,

e Write a reflection on the process of the evidence based problem-solving approach, Describe any limitation and suggestion,
e Make a report with the following items and present the report at the conference:

1. ldentify factors related to the clinical problem.,
. Describe the current problem,
Making the clinical question with components of PICO,

. Summarize search strategy. Include a description of the database(s) used, search terms, and limits,
. Describe the process of critical appraisal, including research quality and applicability.

. Summarize the implementation of the findings and the outcome evaluation method,

. Provide reflections on the clinical practicum process based on EBN,
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
