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Hair Strangulation

A case of hair strangulation on right toe of two months old female patient is reported together with

a brief review of references in this paper.

This hair strangulation was on the proximal interphanlangeal joint of the right third toe. The distal
portion of the hair strangulation was discolored as black, swollon, cold and no evidence of circulation.
Amputationon the metatarsophalangeal joint was done.
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
