The area under the receiver-operating characteristic curve (AUC) curves for the detection of high-risk varices (HRV) that required treatment indicated better performance of modified Baveno VI criteria compared with Baveno VI criteria (AUC, 0.677 vs. 0.704; Delong test, P < 0.001). For the detection of any esophageal varices, however, the performance of modified Baveno VI criteria was similar to Baveno VI criteria (AUC, 0.705 vs. 0.717; Delong test, P = 0.269). The values for the detection of any varices (AUC, 0.705 vs. 0.742; Delong test, P = 0.108) and HRV (AUC, 0.677 vs. 0.713; Delong test, P = 0.176) were also similar between Baveno VI criteria and expanded Baveno VI criteria respectively.
