aWith the exception of units No. 1 and 2 (battalion) where cluster infections occurred, the units with confirmed COVID-19 cases were reviewed on the scale of the corps. Of the total 722 military personnel of the two units, 456 were trainees, and only one was fully vaccinated. With the exception of units No. 1 and 2, the officer rate by unit had a mean of 48.42% (standard deviation, 21.95%). Of the 119 confirmed COVID-19 cases in the remaining 37 units, 56 (47.06%) were officers, and among non-vaccinated personnel, 13 (41.94%) of the 31 COVID-19 cases were also officers.

eWith the exception of units No. 1 and 2 (battalion), the average percentage of officers of the 3 units for which the vaccination rates were less than 70% (31.99%), was lower than in the 34 units with vaccination rates of over 70% (49.87%). Among the soldiers, the proportion of new trainees who were not vaccinated (not covered by the mass vaccination program) in the 3 units was higher than in the 34 units with vaccination rates of over 70%.
