Computerized decision support system (CDSS) for physicians

A CDSS was implemented at our hospital in May 2008 to guide appropriate antimicrobial use for physicians.1 Implementation of CDSS helped physicians prescribe appropriate antibiotics according to their patient’s infectious disease status. Prescribing antibiotics for inpatients is possible only through CDSS. The first step is to choose whether the antibiotic use is empirical, prophylactic, or definitive. Then, the physician selects the patient’s disease, and antimicrobial agents are recommended by the program. When antimicrobial agents are selected, the dosage and administration are presented according to the patient’s condition, such as creatinine clearance.1
Statistical analysis

The statistical comparison for baseline characteristics was performed paired t-test, Wilcoxon singed-rank test, and Welch’s t-test were performed using ‘R’ (version 4.3.3). A P value < 0.05 was considered statistically significant.
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
